Important 

instructional minutes are lost when students are not in the room ready to 

learn on time.  There are many studies which show that attendance rates 

are directly related to student achievement.  Attendance is the first step in 

helping your child meet or exceed state standards and perform well on 

the AIMS test this spring.  Getting to class on time and prepared to learn is 

equally important.  Students sometimes feel embarrassed when they are 

late and the disruption to the remainder of the class is unnecessary.  We 

ask that you ensure your children arrive to school on time and ready to 

learn, each day. 

  

When a tardy cannot be avoided, parents must bring their child to school 

and sign the student in at the front office.  As stated in the Dysart Unified 

School District Student and Parent Handbook,  “A parent/guardian who 

brings a student to school after the academic day begins must must must must accompany 

the student to the office and sign the student in to school.  A note or 

phone call from the parent/guardian is notnotnotnot sufficient.  Students who are 

not accompanied by the parent/guardian, will be considered an 

unexcused tardy” (page v).
